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Articles of Incorporation

Of the

ALPHA PHI BETA ALUMNI ASSOCIATION, INC.

KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS:

 
THAT  we, all of whom are of legal age and residents of the Philippines, have this day voluntarily associated ourselves for the purpose of forming a non-stock and non-profit association under the laws of the Philippines;


AND WE HEREBY CERTIFY:


FIRST, - That the name of said corporation shall be: ALPHA PHI BETA ALUMNI ASSOCIATION, INC.


SECOND, - That the purposes for which such association is organized are:


      
(a) To promote scholarship and fellowship among its members, to provide educational and employment opportunities for 

deserving members, to create scholarships in arts, science and letters and to accumulate funds for civic, charitable, benevolent and 
cultural  purposes with which to extend financial assistance to indigent, aged, orphaned, sick or disabled persons and their dependents 



(b) To undertake civic, charitable, benevolent, cultural and educational activities for the welfare of the members and the 
community and to cooperate with the Government and other public or private organizations in the promotion of the general well-being 
and amelioration of the social and economic condition of the masses;





(c) Generally to promote better understanding and goodwill among its members and all members of the community, 
irrespective of nationality, or creed and foster harmonious relationship and cooperation in all civic matters affecting their common 
interests.


AND IN FURTHERANCE OF THE PURPOSES AFORESAID, the association shall have the following incidental powers:



(a) To acquire by purchase, donation, grant, exchange, devise, lease and to hold, use, lease or otherwise dispose of lands, 
buildings and equipment and such other real and personal properties as may be necessary to carry out the objects of the association;



(b) To acquire or obtain from any governmental authority, national or municipal, local or otherwise, or any corporation, 
company or person, such charters, franchises, licenses, rights, privileges and concessions, which may be conducive to the attainment


of any of the objects of the association; and



(c) To do and perform all sets and things necessary, suitable or proper for the accomplishment of any of the purposes or the 
attainment of any one or more of the objects herein enumerated, or which shall at any time appear conducive to or expedient for the


protection or benefit of the association, including the exercise of the powers, authorities and attributes conferred upon corporations


organized under the laws of the Philippines in general and upon domestic corporations of like nature in particular.


THIRD. – That the place where the principal office of the association is to be established or located is at Room 31 Magdalena Building, 202 E. Rodriguez, Sr. Blvd., Quezon City;


FOURTH. – That the term for which the said association is to exist is FIFTY (50) years from and after the date of its incorporation;
